CSV File format

All fields separated by a comma (,).

All alphanumeric fields enclosed in double quotes ("xyz") and leading / trailing spaces trimmed (trailing optional).

All numeric fields not enclosed, files generated by the system will have leading and trailing zeros suppressed.

Fields may be missed out as necessary, according to the following rules.

All versions prior to v5.02

Numbers may be missed completely and the next comma put in (e.g. ,,,)

Alphanumeric fields must have double quotes between the commas (e.g. ,””,””,)

Version v5.02 onwards
Both numeric and alphanumeric fields may be missed completely and the next comma put in
(e.g. ,,,).

The double quote on versions prior to v5.02 are still supported.

Alphanumeric fields (A)

Left justified, padded with trailing spaces.

Numeric fields (N)

Right justified, padded with either leading spaces or Zero's.

Negative numbers represented with a leading minus sign ('-').

Fractional quantities must include a physical decimal point in the field, i.e. a 10 character field with 3 decimal places should appear as IIIIII.FFF.

Dates

As a string with the full year.

In the format: YYYYMMDD - e.g. 19910328 = 28th March 1991.

Times

As a string in 24-hour format, including seconds.

In the format: HHMMSS - e.g. 132247 = 13:22:47.

Stores locations

String in the format: AAASSSPPDD or AAALLLLLLL, where:


For areas using shelf location:



AAA Stores area (alphanumeric, left justified)


SSS Location (numeric)


PP Position left - right (numeric)


DD Depth front - back (numeric)



Leading zero's MUST be specified


For areas using free format locations:



AAA Stores area (alphanumeric, left justified)


LLLLLLL Location (alphanumeric, left justified)

All parameters must be specified, e.g.

Fields marked '**'

Any field marked ** is discretionary. If not supplied, it should be padded with spaces (in the case of flat file format) or left blank in the case of CSV.

Owner and Batch

If not supplied in the case of kitting lists, will select the first available part with any Owner / Batch, obeying the current stock rotation setting. One may be specified without the other.

Line number

For your own internal tracking if required. The number is put into the transaction file for easy tracing of individual transactions.

It is useful to use line numbers if you will be amending orders before they are picked.

Location (on receipts)

To force the system to store the part in a particular place in the system.

If not specified, the next free location in whichever stores area you are currently on will be selected.

Comment

Comment fields are not acted on in any way, except that the text is copied into the transaction file for your own internal tracking of specific lines in the pick and receipt lists.

Depending on the settings within Netstock, various batch files are executed to perform the movement of data to and from Netstock.

In the table below are listed all the possible host actions and which batch file they run (If any) when the process has completed.

Transactions are generated automatically at the start of an automated transfer sequence.

The transaction generation will only execute a batch file if it has been run as part of the automatic transfer cycle. Otherwise it just creates the relevant files and returns to the host menu.

Two modes of operation exist, one to allow a combined to / from transfer and one to split the to and from operations. In split mode, the CUSTHOST.BAT file is only run during the automated transfer, when not split, only CUSTHOST.BAT is run.
